The Big Apple Academy’s English Language Arts 
curriculum is fully aligned to the Common Core curriculum and adhering to the following reading list will 
facilitate your child’s continued transition to the new standards.  

Please note that we are not specifying how many books should be read because we know that the more 
your child will read this summer, the greater will be his/her success in the next school year.

Attached to this letter, you will find a 
reading log which must be maintained on a daily basis. For every day that your child reads, a log entry 
must be made to designate the specific number of pages your child read on any certain day.

The 
completed reading log should have approximately 40 logged entries which represent your child’s and 
your involvement in the summer reading.  Your child will be required to submit his/her reading list at the 
start of the new school year.

 ALL students of Grades 3-8 are required to acquire a copy of the Merriam-Webster Dictionary to be 
used on a daily basis throughout the school year.
